Web extra: Browse a large-format photo gallery from the Zags’

victory over Oklahoma State at spokesman.com/picture-stories 

WASHINGTON – In recent years,

the National Rifle Association has

stepped into fights over judicial nomi-

nees it views as weak on Second

Amendment rights, but

its decision to oppose a

surgeon general nomi-

nee takes the powerful

lobby into new terri-

tory, expanding its

campaign to a post that

has no direct power to

regulate guns.

President Obama’s

nominee, Dr. Vivek Murthy, a Massa-

chusetts internist and former emerg-

ency room doctor, has called for more

stringent gun laws. But he also testified

at his Senate confirmation hearing last

month that he would not use the sur-

geon general’s office as a bully pulpit to

push for them.

The NRA, though, has pledged to

block his appointment, arguing that it

reflects the Obama administration’s

intent to extend the gun control debate

to new arenas.

“Gun owners in this country don’t

have a guarantee that this surgeon gen-

eral will not engage the gun issue,”

NRA spokesman Andrew Arulanan-

dam said.

A Spokane digital forensic investi-

gation firm spent the past 13 months

working with attorneys representing

Brig. Gen. Jeffrey Sinclair, the Army

officer at the center of the most close-

ly watched sexual misconduct court-

martial in the U.S.

military.
The team from Spo-

kane-based Global

Compusearch spent

that time scouring and

indexing information

from nearly 40

phones, tablets or

computers used by the

general or by his accuser, a 34-year-

old Army captain who said she was

sexually assaulted by Sinclair while

the two were deployed overseas.

She served on his staff during tours

in both Afghanistan and Iraq.

The digital information gathered

from the assorted phones and com-

puters played a key role in the case’s

outcome: An Army judge in North

Carolina this week allowed Sinclair,

51, to agree to a plea bargain.

Marcus Lawson, the CEO of Global

Compusearch, said the Sinclair case

was one of the most demanding his

firm has handled in recent years.

Among the key findings Global Com-

pusearch provided was proving that

the accuser had testified untruthfully

at a January hearing about finding an

old iPhone that might have contained

evidence of the affair.

Lawson testified that the woman’s

account of having recently found the

phone and turning it on was not true.

Her iPhone had been charged and
