Arrested for burglary: Justin Raymond Stiles

Davidson for a burglary in progress where a 21 year-old female called 911 and stated someone had just entered her home. The victim told 911 dispatchers she could hear a person moving around inside her house. At the time, she was hiding in her bedroom with the covers pulled up around her. She does not have a bedroom door but rather a curtain. She could see a male walking around through a crack in the curtain. The male pulled back the curtain saw her, told her people were after him, and he had to hide. He also told her not to let anybody in. The victim said she hid her phone under a blanket so he would not realize she had been speaking to 911 operators. 

Officers were on scene very quickly. They attempted entry into the residence but the male had locked the doors. Officers kicked the door in, and the male fled out the back of the residence. After a short foot pursuit officers took the male, Justin Raymond Stiles, 26 years of age, of Coeur d’Alene into custody. 
Stiles was uncooperative with officers and resisted arrest. Officers at the scene learned from neighbors that just prior to Stiles entering the victim’s residence he had been roaming the neighborhood acting suspiciously, and had been told by a few of the neighbors to get off their property. Stiles was arrested for burglary and faces possible charges of false imprisonment.
