Officers responded to over 20 calls for service during swing shift today. Amongst those were 3 

slide offs, 2 accidents, 2 medical assists, and a phone harassment call. Here are the notable calls 

from the shift;  

16PF00136 Mal-injury to property-N. Lancelot Ln. R/P reported that unknown suspect(s) 

damaged her vehicle windshield sometime between 04:00 and 07:00 on this date. The unknown 

suspect(s) used an unknown object to smash her front windshield in several different spots. The 

R/P has been receiving threats and believes the person that is making the threats is responsible 

for the damage. A report was taken. 

-16PF00138 Citizen dispute/possible battery-Park Ridge Loop Apartments. R/P called 911 and 

stated she was battered while she was trying to regain possession of an RV. The R/P reports this 

is an ongoing dispute with she and another female. Officers responded and took a report based 

on the incident. 

-16PF00139-Property damage accident at Seltice Way and Creative Way-Small passenger car 

lost control in the icy ruts, crossed the double line in a 360 motion and took out a Chevy Truck. 

Both vehicles sustained severe damage and nobody was injured. A report was taken. 

-16PF00141 Property damage accident at Seltice Way and Creative Way. While officers were on 

the above listed crash another one happened while they were on scene. A Tahoe lost control on 

the icy ruts, crossed the double yellow lines in a 180 spin and struck another vehicle head on. 

The crash footage was caught on the officers in car camera system. If the Tahoe would not have 

struck the other vehicle it would have crashed head on into the officers vehicle. The officer had 

just got into the vehicle when the crash took place. Nobody was injured during this crash but 

there was severe damage.  

-16PF00143 Mal-injury-E. Mordyl Loop. R/P called to advised unknown suspect(s) broke her 

fence apart and used the wood to start a fire. A report has been taken.
