The Gookinii

In JRR Tolkien's discarded and never to be published tome “Yawandel and Maraquendi - The Fall of the Middle Night” he wrote of the Gookinii, a misbegotten and cursed race of creatures, not Orcs, but a failed cross-breeding of Elves (Vanyar) and Dwarves (Gonhirrimm) which resulted in a race of bombastic, trollish and corpulent inhabitants of caves known chiefly for their insatiable appetite for baked goods. 

The Gookinii would raid the Hobbit villages of the First Age and steal their bread, pies, cookies, and cakes, often consuming them while howling and grunting and laughing maniacally as they lumbered back into the forests and caves of Middle Earth.

When asked why he never included the Gookinii in later works, e.g. The Hobbit or Lord of the Rings, Tolkien merely remarked they were too horrid, not as intelligent as Orcs nor as frightening as Hobbits. Loud, hungry, stupid and prone to grunting in dark caves wasn't enough to be interesting. It never really is.
